Definition of torture. 
Article 2

No exceptional circumstances may justify torture. 

Article 3 

No person may be extradited to country where they may face torture. 

Article 4

Torture and complicity in torture must be made a crime.

Article 5

Jurisdiction

Article 8

Torture shall be an extraditable offence. 
Article 9

States shall assist each other in the prosecution of torture. 
Article 10

Authorities shall ne made aware of the prohibition against torture. 

Article 11

Countries shall review their own procedures to prevent torture. 

Article 12

Torture shall be investigated. 

Article 13

States must ensure people have the ability to make a torture complaint and be protected. 

Article 14

Victim of torture, or surviving kin, has right to redress and compensation. 
Article 15

Statements made under torture are inadmissible.

Article 16

Countries shall also work to prevent acts of cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment or punishment which do not amount to torture.
