Summary CEDAW

Article1

Definition of Discrimination

Article 2

Governments shall take concrete steps to eliminate discrimination against women.

Article 3

Governments shall take all appropriate measures to ensure that women can enjoy basic human rights and fundamental freedoms.

Article 4

Governments can adopt temporary special measures to accelerate equality for women, i.e., affirmative action. 

Article 5

Governments shall take appropriate measures to eliminate sexist stereotyping. 

Article 6

Governments shall take all measures to stop trafficking and exploitation of women for prostitution.

Article 7

The right of women to vote, to participate in forming and implementing government policies and to join public and political organisations.

Article 8

Right of women to represent the country at international level.

Article 9

Equal rights with men to keep and change their nationality and to grant their nationality to their children.

Article 10

Women and girls should receive career and vocational guidance and have access to education opportunities on par with men or boys.

Article 11

Women have an equal right to work with men, which includes pay, promotions, training, health and safety. 


Article 12

Women have the right to family planning services.

Article 13

Woman have a right to family benefits, bank loans, mortgages, and other forms of financial credit..

Article 14

Governments should undertake to eliminate discrimination against women in rural areas so that they may participate in and benefit from rural development.

Article 15

Women are to be equal before the law.

Article 16

Women have the same rights as their husbands in marriage, childcare and family life.
