Harm reduction awards

At each conference Harm Reduction International acknowledges
individuals or groups that have made outstanding contributions

to the field of harm reduction.

Three awards are presented to recognise international
achievements, the important contribution of people who use
drugs, and the best of the film festival.

The International Rolleston
Award and The Carol and Travis
Jenkins Award will be presented at
the opening session.

The Best in Festival Film Award
will be presented at the closing.

The International Rolleston Award

is presented to an individual or group
that has carried out groundbreaking work
or exemplary service to harm reduction
at an international level. Examples of
such work include successful advocacy
for harm reduction scale-up, dedicated
delivery of harm reduction teaching and
training, advancing scientific research and
the evidence-base for harm reduction,

or the continued provision of funding or
resources for harm reduction initiatives.

The Carol and Travis Jenkins Award

is presented at each conference to
acknowledge the central contribution
of people who use drugs to harm
reduction. The award was initially named
after Travis Jenkins, the extraordinary
jazz musician and composer who died of
cancer in 2004. Travis Jenkins overcame
heroin addiction and went on to marry
and raise two sons, travel around the
world with his anthropologist wife and
create his music. In 2009, the award
was renamed the Carol and Travis
Jenkins Award in memory of Carol
Jenkins, who worked for many years
with the Papua New Guinea Institute

of Medical Research as a medical
anthropologist, and who was one of
the leading instigators in setting up the
National Aids Council. Carol Jenkins was
renowned for her research into sexual
behaviour and was a leading expert on
HIV and AIDS. Equally important was
her connection with the Hagahai people
of Papua New Guinea, who were her
second family.

The Best in Festival Film Award

is given to the best film screened during
the International Drugs and Harm
Reduction Film Festival. This award is
jointly presented by Harm Reduction
International and the organisers of

the Film Festival - the Centre for Harm
Reduction at the Burnet Institute.

Medical and harm
reduction services

Gill Bradbury (Registered general nurse and harm
reduction practitioner) coordinates the IHRC2013
medical and healthcare services. Gill has been
responsible for this service since 2009 and is
supported by a small team of skilled volunteers.

The medical room is situated in Room 314 of the
conference hotel, the Radisson Blu Hotel Lietuva, on
the third floor (the floor above the conference floor).

All medical team volunteers can
be easily identified as they will be
wearing white t-shirts with red
writing when on duty.

A range of medical facilities are provided including:

* Primary healthcare - (for acute, non-serious health
issues / minor injuries / basic first aid)
Harm reduction services - (a needle syringe
programme, safe disposal of injecting equipment
and harm reduction advice as required)
Free condoms
Naloxone and prescribing of OST - (subject to prior
arrangement)

We may also be able to offer a quiet space for “time
out’ or breast-feeding.

The service is confidential and you are welcome

to drop-in (between 08:30 and 17:30) if you are
experiencing any physical (or mental) health-related
problems. A brief consultation and health assessment
is undertaken to determine your specific need/s.

You may then be treated onsite or referred on for
specialist treatment if required.

Global resources for harm reduction programmes are failing to meet the need.
Investment from both international donors and national governments falls far
short of what is needed to address epidemics and save lives in many low and
middle income countries. People who inject drugs remain the population that has
benefited least from considerable investment in the global HIV response from
international donors and national governments. More data and an improved
understanding of the HIV and hepatitis C epidemics among this population are not
yet driving investment. Many governments remain reluctant to invest in HIV and
harm reduction programmes targeting people who inject drugs. Shifts in donor
priorities and country income status threaten the possibility of reaching the many
targets and commitments repeatedly made by UN Member States.

This interactive round-table session will set out the investment and the funding

gap for harm reduction programmes, particularly in low and middle income
countries. It will examine the potential for further scale-up of HIV and harm
reduction programmes, in light of trends in global and national financing for health.
It will also offer an opportunity for conference delegates to engage directly with
representatives of multilateral and national organisations with key roles in the harm

Background:

In 2016, there will be a UN General Assembly Special Session reviewing
international drug control. This is a significant opportunity to promote drug policy
reform that enhances the international harm reduction response. Therefore, it is
critical that the broad civil society sector working on drug issues coordinates its
efforts and messages leading into 2016. However, there are two key concerns that
potentially undermine a coordinated engagement.

On the one hand, international drug policy reform is largely being driven by a

focus on state security in Latin America, and cannabis legalisation in the USA and
elsewhere. From a harm reduction perspective, do these two issues enhance or
hinder efforts to address issues of injecting drug use and related health concerns
such as HIV, viral hepatitis and overdose? Does this focus enhance or hinder efforts
to destigmatise people who use drugs?

On the other hand, the harm reduction sector has historically been reluctant

to explicitly embrace drug policy reform, often due to pragmatic concerns that
advancing harm reduction at a national level means being quiet about broader
reform issues. As a result, many have failed to openly embrace the cause of drug
policy reform. Will the harm reduction sector be able to openly engage as full
partners in the UNGASS drug review?
